	Social-Emotional Development

	Pre-K

	· Learns to separate from parent/caregiver

· Begins toileting independence

· Practices independent hand-washing

· Begins to exhibit self regulation/impulse control

· Tries to maintain control over space and materials he or she is using
· Begins to understand social rules for taking turns

· Looks to adult other than parent for help

· Shows awareness when others are unhappy or upset

· Interacts with other children side by side as they play with similar materials

· Positively interacts with many peers

· Shows affection

· Names basic feelings and identifies others’ feelings

· Shows interest and/or pleasure when someone reacts to something he or she has done

· Exhibits burgeoning sense of humor

· Participates in clean up at end of play time


	· Separates from parent/caregiver with ease most of the time

· Practices toileting independence

· Masters independent hand washing

· Exhibits increased independence with classroom routines

· Exhibits increased self regulation/impulse control

· Demonstrates knowledge of social rules for taking turns with peers

· Develops ability to share materials and space with peers

· Completes tasks within reasonable time frame

· Characterizes positively own skills involved in doing a task
· Appreciates jokes and a sense of humor

· Begins to negotiate/compromise

· Seeks help when needed

· Begins to include others in play and activity

· Participates in clean up tasks


	· Separates from parent/caregiver with ease

· Tends to toileting needs independently

· Shows confidence in the school setting and class participation

· Manages transitions independently

· Demonstrates independence in class routines and expectations

· Shares materials, equipment and space with peers

· Recognizes needs of others

· Expresses empathy

· Consistently shows impulse control

· Routinely takes turns
· Characterizes self positively in terms of generalized abilities and skills 
· Uses problem solving skills with one or more children

· Seeks help when needed

· Can speak in front of a group of peers

· Flexible with changes in routine

· Engages in cooperative play with one or more children

· Performs self-help skills independently (eating, pouring. dressing)

· Assists in clean up



	Language and Literacy Development

	Pre-K

	· Produces phrases and simple sentences that communicate basic ideas and needs

· Speaks clearly enough to be understood by most adults and children

· Uses language for basic purposes such as requesting, rejecting and describing

· Participates in literacy activities

· Shows good receptive language (comprehension)

· Handles books gently

· Participates in circle time songs, finger plays, games

· Explores drawing tools to scribble

· Asks for food to be passed at snack time

· Follows simple one or two step directions 

· Names colors and familiar objects


	· Speaks clearly enough to be understood by adults and peers

· Has short conversations

· Uses expressive language; exhibits good receptive language (comprehension)

· Follows one or two-step directions

· Can engage in a story for 5-10 minutes

· Responds to questions about books/stories

· Demonstrates book awareness
· Participates in circle time songs, games, and stories

· Recites letters in first name

· Engages in conversations with peers at snack and circle times

· Recognizes own name in print
· Makes scribbles as pretend writing

	· Speaks in complete sentences 

· Recalls and describes routines, stories, events
· Has extended conversations about real or imaginary experiences

· Phonological awareness: shows awareness of word sound units, such as syllables 
· Recognizes 13 alphabet letters by sight and by sound

· Shows interest in books/reading
· Recognizes familiar symbols and some whole written words 

· Shows understanding of print concepts (L/R, T/B Front/back)

· Listens attentively to a story for 10-15 minutes

· Participates in singing and movement activities

· Follows three-step instructions (Put the book on the shelf, grab your coat, and line up at the door)

· Recognizes name in print

· Understands letters make up words
· Writes own first name with most letters correct

· Exhibits correct pencil grip


	Math/Science Concepts

	· Participates in counting through stories, songs, finger plays

· Counts objects in the environment (How many carrots are on your napkin?)
· Recognizes when two objects are the same

· Fills and empties a box or container with objects

· Manipulates simple puzzles

· Lines up similar objects in play (Dinosaurs, cars, trains, buckets, etc.)
· Tries out actions to see what will happen (mixing colors, blowing bubbles)

· Shows interest in new materials or activities by watching others use them/and or handling the materials


	· Counts at least 5 objects correctly and can recite and recognize numbers to 10
· Copies simple patterns
· Is developing sequencing

· Constructs a sense of time through participation in daily routines

· Correctly identifies basic shapes and colors

· Classifies objects by simple criteria (size, color, shape, function)

· Shows understanding of familiar cause and effect through action or language

· Uses a variety of strategies to learn more about objects or activities of interest

	· Describes characteristics of several shapes
· Understands symmetry
· Creates or extends simple patterns 
· Counts at least 10 objects correctly and can recite more
· Integrates time and calendar concepts (time, days of the week, days in the month, months in the year)

· Explores scientific materials and activities
· Predicts the result of a familiar action-will not always be accurate but will be reasonable

· Tries out a set of actions to develop strategy to solve problems (idea and follow through in getting a ball out of a tree)

· Puts objects or materials together in new ways to learn what will result or to create something

· Returns to challenging or multi step tasks



	Physical Motor Development

	· Explores the environment through sensory experiences (sand, water, bubbles, dirt, trikes, push toys)
· Shows a developing sense of balance
· Jumps, runs, climbs with growing ease and confidence

· Kicks a large ball

· Participates in music and movement activities

· Builds a tower with 3 or more blocks

· Handles a variety of manipulatives and materials experimentally
· Develops pincer grip and portion control during fruit selection at snack time

· Pours/drinks own water successfully at snack

· Shows interest in gaining control of clothing (pulling off/on pants, jackets, putting on shoes)
	· Is developing an increased awareness of personal space in self and others
· Participates in movement activities (dance, music , movement, etc)

· Exhibits increased balance and control

· Hops on one foot

· Plays with balls of varying size

· Begins to pedal a trike

· Begins using scissors, sometimes with some help
· Increased control of pincer grip

· Begins to scribble and use unconventional shapes to “write”

· Shows increased control and manipulation of clothing


	· Participates in physical activities (dancing, music, movement, etc)

· Jumps forward on two feet

· Hops on one foot
· Coordinates multiple movements involving balance
· Begins to skip

· Can throw and catch a ball

· Participates in group games
· Grips and exhibits control of writing/drawing tools

· Holds and uses scissors correctly

· Draws more intricate shapes and letters

· Manages own clothing
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
